5. WIAA Executive Board Report:  Craig Olson, Chris Bigelow
A. Dec. 6/7.  WIAA fall attendance down this year, but not as low as anticipated because of the economy.  
B. District 6 asked WIAA to review the “gluing” process.  The board decided to keep that process in place, providing a second team access to state.
C. Dealt with classification during most of the meeting and, especially, dealing with the number of 2As opting up to 3A which meant larger schools moved down to the next classification.  The process seems to have worked to pretty evenly distribute the number of schools between the classifications.  
D. Culminating events committee met and did not favor the “all classification” event for baseball at Safeco.  The soccer and football draw criteria will be evaluated.  The board is looking at a new site in Wenatchee for volleyball which would allow us to go with two classifications at each site.  Basketball may also be a possibility for this venue.  The site provides options for us.
E. Just Play Fair.  30 more football ejections this year over last year.  Girls Soccer ejections were down.
F. Finalized wrestling and baseball regional sites.
G. Track – the 4x200 will be seeded by times, lane 1 to lane 8 in the finals for this year.  Still looking for feedback on modifying the schedule for this year to lessen the length of the meet from 2.5 days to 2 days.
H. 75 new MS/HS ADs this year; 68 new principals throughout the state.

6. Sea-King District 2 Executive Board:  Michael Bailey
A. Winter Eligibility Committee Report – Craig Bakken
a. We processed 32 (vs. 39 last year) cases this year.  11 were appealed to WIAA and 5 overturned.  
b. We continue to look at the dates and try to determine the optimal time to schedule them.
c. Craig is appreciative of the number of people willing to serve on the board.  We are grateful for the many willing to serve.

C. League Reports.
a. Kingco – Kingco is sifting through all the classification info.  Lake Washington moved to 3A.  Three schools fell in the 2A numbers and decided to opt up.  They will have 7 teams at 3A and 11 at 4A.  Eastside Catholic is going through a process to join the league; a vote will be taken late January on their application.  Had some Metro schools stayed at 2A, some of the Kingco schools may have also stayed at the 2A level.  They will continue with the foundation of a multi-classification league with common meetings, rules, etc, while maintaining 4A and 3A championship events in all sports.
b. Metro – Metro also reviewed the multi-classification league and determined to remain as a 3A league with all schools opting up.  There was great dialog this time around and the league remains intact.  Eastside Catholic is in the process of determining whether to move to Kingco or remain in Metro.  This could make a difference in the makeup of divisions.
c. Emerald City – University Prep requested that EC be a multi-classification rule.  The league will study that in the next 16 months to determine whether that makes sense for the league.  There is also a concern about membership in leagues.  University Prep did not opt up early; they then came to the league to request the opportunity to opt up at this time.
d. SeaTac – Meeting on Thursday.  Will be a 2B/1B league with about 7 of each in the league.  Muckleshoot School has requested the right to join the league and it is waiting on district approval.
e. Middle School – Issaquah SD eliminated gymnastics from their 3rd season and is now piloting soccer.  The MS league will look at the 35 sec. clock for boys.  Snoqualmie Valley is concerned about the budget and the “pay for play” aspect of the program which seems to have kept the numbers down this year.
D. Fall District Tournament/Play-Off Financial Report. Marilyn will next meeting when it is finalized.
E. Annual Calendar Order.  M/S/P to approve if we have a sponsorship this year.
F. Opt-Ups – Sammamish & U Prep.  M/S/P to allow opt up for both schools.
G. Change of Districts – Muckleshoot School. M/S/P to allow a change of districts effective fall 2010.
H. District 3 VB Officials Request.  TPVB requests that District 2 allow an additional fee to be charged to the District 2 teams at the HS and MS levels for this school year.  District 3 approved it for their district.  The board discussion revolved around not deviating from the agreement that we all came to.  We don’t want to set a precedent within the district for other sports.  M/S/P to deny the request.
I. 3A Basketball – 2 Rounds of Home Games – Reminder.  3A schools are reminded that the first round of the district tourney will be home sites.  This year we will also hold the first “loser out” round at home sites.
J. Election of WIAA Executive Board Representative by April.  We have one position up for election this year.  The District nominates a person to hold that position at the Representative Assembly in April.  The position expiring is currently held by Craig Olson; Craig is willing to serve again if nominated.  The board nominated Craig for another term.  M/S/P.
